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Legislative Action

* Unemployment Insurance
— Dept of Labor bill to stabilize trust fund
— Avoid legislation that upset the balance Idaho currently enjoys
*  “Buy America” Requirements
— New federal regulations already making supply chain difficult
— Union effort to expand to state and local funded projects
* Lien Law

— 3-2 split decision by Idaho Supreme Court in December
invalidated 20-year practice on releasing lien bonds
