The State Board of and State Department of Education submits notice of temporary and proposed rule-
making at IDAPA 08.02.03 - Rules Governing Thoroughness.

The purpose of this temporary and proposed rule is to update the terminology for and contents of the
Achievement Standards for the Idaho Standards Achievement Tests (ISAT) . These "Standards" have been
renamed "Level Descriptors" to clarify the description and avoid confusion. The State Board of Education ap-
proved a revision to the Idaho Academic Achievement Standards on April 14, 2016. The Governor has found
that a temporary rule is justified because students began testing in March 2016 and the new achievement level
cut scores need to be known in order to score the assessments. As with the previous edition, the standards are
incorporated by reference because the document is lengthy and republication of the text would be unduly cum-
bersome and expensive. The agency has provided the incorporation by reference synopsis of changes required
under section 67-5229, Idaho Code.

Further, the agency notes that negotiated rulemaking was not conducted because the rule is necessary to
comply with the federal Elementary and Secondary Education Act.

The proposed rule change by the Board of and State Department of Education appears to be within their
statutory authority pursuant to sections 33-105 and 33-1612, Idaho Code.

The State Board of Education approved a revision to the Idaho Academic Achievement Standards on April 14,
2016. These standards include the proficiency level descriptors and the ISAT achievement levels at each performance
level for each grade. To clarify the description and avoid confusion, the term “ standards’ has been changed to “level
descriptors.” These new achievement level cut scores for the Idaho Standards Achievement Test (1SAT) are reflected
in the document that is incorporated by reference. The revision date of the standards being incorporated by reference
for the ISAT reflects the date the revisions were approved by the Board.

TEMPORARY RULE JUSTIFICATION: Pursuant to Section 67-5226(1)(b), Idaho Code, the Governor has found
that temporary adoption of the rule is appropriate for the following reasons:

A temporary rule is necessary for the 2015-2016 school year to represent the achievement descriptive/cut scores
for the ISAT and to be in compliance with the Elementary and Secondary Education Act. The students began testing
in March 2016 and these cut scores need to be known in order to score the assessments.

Lowest and highest possible scores for the achievement level cut scores were modified at the
winter meeting of the Multi-Agency Assessment Consortium. The standard was revised to
include this change and is now being incorporated by reference into the rule through this
rulemaking. Also added are defined descriptors for mathematics grades 9 and 10. Removed
from the document was background information concerning the establishment of cut scores. In
addition, the term “standards” has been changed to “level descriptors” to clarify the
description and avoid confusion. Finally, the ISAT Achievement Level Descriptors document has
been reformatted for easier use.
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
