15-0100-1900:

Judy Bicknell Taylor, Idaho Commission on Aging, presented Docket No.
15-0100-1900. The changes are in line with the Red Tape Reduction Act and
eliminate obsolete, outdated or unnecessary Rules.
Definitions were streamlined to reflect current national standards and reporting
requirements. Services were aligned and defined to reflect Idaho Statute and the
Older Americans Act. Two outdated rules were removed. Minor housekeeping edits
clarify and simplify existing language as well as reduce and eliminate outdated
restrictions.

15-0200-1900:

Dr. Mike Walsh, Chief of Rehabilitation Services, Commission for the Blind and
Visually Impaired, presented Docket No. 15-0200-1900. The Rules were reviewed
in line with the Red Tape Reduction Act. The changes eliminated the duplication of
several regulations governing the federal programs and incorporated by reference.
