RELATING TO THE APPROPRIATION TO THE OFFICE OF THE STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION2

FOR FISCAL YEAR 2022; APPROPRIATING ADDITIONAL MONEYS TO THE OFFICE OF3
THE STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION FOR FISCAL YEAR 2022; APPROPRIATING ADDI-4
TIONAL MONEYS TO THE OFFICE OF THE STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION FOR FISCAL5
YEAR 2022; APPROPRIATING ADDITIONAL MONEYS TO THE OFFICE OF THE STATE6
BOARD OF EDUCATION FOR FISCAL YEAR 2022; AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.7

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Idaho:8

SECTION 1. In addition to the appropriation made in Section 1, Chap-9
ter 305, Laws of 2021, and any other appropriation provided by law, there10
is hereby appropriated to the Office of the State Board of Education for the11
OSBE Administration Program $7,800 from the General Fund to be expended for12
operating expenditures for the period July 1, 2021, through June 30, 2022,13
for the purpose of providing rent for additional office space.14

SECTION 2. In addition to the appropriation made in Section 1, Chap-15
ter 305, Laws of 2021, and any other appropriation provided by law, there16
is hereby appropriated to the Office of the State Board of Education for the17
OSBE Administration Program $1,000,000 from the General Fund to be expended18
for trustee and benefit payments for the period July 1, 2021, through June19
30, 2022, for the purpose of providing grants to public schools to support20
the fine arts, performing arts, and design courses.21

SECTION 3. In addition to the appropriation made in Section 1, Chap-22
ter 305, Laws of 2021, and any other appropriation provided by law, there23
is hereby appropriated to the Office of the State Board of Education for the24
OSBE Administration Program $50,000 from the Miscellaneous Revenue Fund to25
be expended for operating expenditures for the period July 1, 2021, through26
June 30, 2022, for the purpose of providing grants for agricultural research27
and education programs.28

SECTION 4. An emergency existing therefor, which emergency is hereby29
declared to exist, this act shall be in full force and effect on and after its30
passage and approval.31
