Summary and Stated Reasons for the Rule

Division of Occupational and Professional Licenses - Board of Naturopathic Health Care submit notice
of proposed rulemaking at IDAPA 24.40.01. The Board of Naturopathic Health Care was created by S1330 of
2022. No rules have been previously submitted to the Legislature for the Board of Naturopathic Health Care.
The proposed rule creates a new chapter related to the licensure of naturopathic doctors and registration of
naturopaths, including approved examinations and requirements for continuing education. The proposed fee
rule establishes an initial fee and an annual renewal fee for both licensure of naturopathic doctors and registra-
tion of naturopaths.

The legislative changes, which went into effect on July 1, 2022, resulted in the creation of a
new statutory chapter: Chapter 59, Title 54, Idaho Code. They a so included the creation of anew licensure authority,
the Naturopathic Health Care Board, new licensure and registration types, and authority for the board to promulgate
rules related to the new naturopathic license and naturopathic registration. In conjunction with stakeholders, the
proposed ruleis an effort to give effect and meaning to the statutory changes.

The fees for licenses and registrations as designated in Rule 400 of these proposed rules are authorized in
Sections 54-5904 and 54-5909, Idaho Code.
