Roger Hales, Bureau of Occupational Licenses presented Docket No.
14-0101-1501. The pending rule implements changes for ease of review for the
Board of Registration for Professional Geologists.

Rep. Collins made a motion to recommend the full committee approve Docket
No. 14-0101-1501. Motion carried by voice vote.

Mitch Toryanski, Bureau of Occupational Licenses presented Docket No.
14-0101-1502. The docket addresses renewal fees and reinstatement fees for
professional geologists.

14-0101-1502. Motion carried by voice vote.

Mitch Toryanski presented Docket No. 49-0101-1501. The docket addresses
reinstatement fees for certified shorthand reporters.

Dean Cameron, Department of Insurance presented Docket No. 18-0144-1501.
The pending fee rule changes fees, removes from the fee rule a specific enumerated
fee paid by applicants to a third party vendor and references the amount by contract.
In answer to a question, Mr. Cameron stated the agency does not collect the fee or
assign the fee to the examiner. The agency contracts with outside examiners.

Rep. Batt made a motion to send Docket No. 18-0144-1501 to the full committee
without recommendation for further discussion. Motion carried by voice vote.

Dean Cameron, Department of Insurance presented Docket No. 18-0160-1501.
The pending rule clarifies that while inflation protection must be provided for long
term care partnership policies, no minimum inflation levels are established. The
rule also clarifies and standardizes references.

DOCKET NO. Dean Cameron, Department of Insurance presented Docket No. 18-0127-1501.

18-0127-1501:  The pending rule makes changes consistent with recent code changes, adds clarity
and removes duplicative language. It revises language to narrow the scope of
required fidelity bond or equivalent coverage.
