Mitch Toryanski, Legal Counsel, Bureau of Occupational Licenses, presented

H 441. This legislation amends the Idaho Board of Cosmetology's renewal and
reinstatement of license statute. The bill will simplify and standardize reinstatement
of expired licenses.

Rep. Hixon made a motion to send H 441 to the floor with a DO PASS
recommendation. Motion carried by voice vote. Rep. Smith will sponsor the bill
on the floor.

Kris Ellis, Northwest Career Colleges Federation, presented RS 24451. The
purpose of this proposed legislation is to clarify licensed barber schools as
postsecondary institutions, in order to align with federal regulations.

Rep. Batt made a motion to introduce RS 24451.

Rep Thompson made a substitute motion to introduce RS 24451 and recommend
it be sent directly to the Second Reading Calendar.

Roll call vote on the substitute motion was requested. Motion carried by a vote of
10 AYE, 8 NAY. Voting in favor of the motion: Reps. Clow, Collins, Thompson,
Kauffman, Anderst, Beyeler, DeMordaunt, Smith, Rusche, Jordan. Voting in
opposition to the motion: Reps. Crane, Palmer, Batt, Hixon, Monks, Dixon,
Troy, Chairman Barbieri. Rep. Crane will sponsor the bill on the floor.

Rep. McDonald presented RS 24385C2. He stated in the event of a civil action
by an employer, this amendment identifies the court as having the authority to
determine if a key employee or independent contractor has breached an agreement
or covenant resulting in harm to the employer.

Cody Galloway, LeapFox Learning, testified in support of RS 24385C2.



Rep. Monks made a motion to introduce RS 24385C2. Rep Palmer invoked Rule
38 stating a possible conflict of interest and that he would not be voting on the

motion. Motion carried by voice vote.
