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STATEMENT OF PURPOSE

RS24866

Section 33-203, Idaho Code requires school districts to allow students who are enrolled in a non-public
school or a public charter school to be dually enrolled in the school district. This is typically done if a
student is attending a school that does not have an elective program such as band or an athletic program.
The enrollment is restricted to a school district whose attendance zone the student resides in. There has been
some confusion if this also applies to other charter schools whose attendance area the student resides in. The
proposed amendments would clarify that the provisions apply to all public schools including charter schools
and would specify that these students are not calculated in the charter schools cap and that this provision
cannot be used to circumvent the charter schools lottery process.

FISCAL NOTE
There would be no fiscal impact from the proposed legislation. This amendment provides clarification that
"public charter schools" fall under the definition of "public school" thereby resulting in no additional fiscal
impact other than that resulting from the current language.
