AN ACT1
RELATING TO IRRIGATION DISTRICTS; AMENDING SECTION 43-303, IDAHO CODE, TO2

REVISE PROVISIONS REGARDING MEETINGS OF IRRIGATION DISTRICT BOARDS OF3
DIRECTORS.4

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Idaho:5

SECTION 1. That Section 43-303, Idaho Code, be, and the same is hereby6
amended to read as follows:7

43-303. MEETINGS OF BOARD. The board of directors shall hold a regular8
monthly meeting in their its office, or in any other location the board deems9
more convenient and suitable within the boundary of the district, on the10
first Tuesday in every month or such date each month as it shall fix by reso-11
lution and such special meetings as may be required for the proper transac-12
tion of business. All meetings of the board shall be held in compliance with13
Idaho's open meetings law as provided in chapter 2, title 74, Idaho Code.14

All special meetings shall be ordered by the president or a majority of15
the board, the order must be entered of record and the secretary must give16
each member not joining in the order five (5) days' notice of such special17
meetings. The order must specify the business to be transacted at such spe-18
cial meeting and none other than that specified shall be transacted: pro-19
vided, that whenever all members of the board are present, however called,20
the same shall be deemed a legal meeting and any lawful business may be trans-21
acted.22

All meetings of the board must be public, and a majority shall consti-23
tute a quorum for the transaction of business; but on all questions requir-24
ing a vote there shall be a concurrence of at least a majority of the members25
of the board. Unless otherwise provided by law, a question before the board26
shall be decided by a majority of the board members present. All records27
of the board shall be open to the inspection of any elector during business28
hours. Notwithstanding any other provision of law, this section and section29
43-325, Idaho Code, shall be the exclusive method for inspection of records30
of the board.31
