A Concurrent Resolution Rejecting a Certain Rule of the State Tax
Commission Relating to Property Tax Administrative Rules. Representative
Thyra Stevenson, District 6, presented HCR 16. Chairman Rice made the decision
to postpone hearing HCR 16 until the next meeting. At that time a full copy of
Docket No. 35-0103-1801 will be provided to the Committee.

A Concurrent Resolution Rejecting a Certain Rule of the State Tax
Commission Relating to Property Tax Administrative Rules. Representative
Stevenson presented HCR 17, a rejection of Rule 600 in Docket No.
35-0103-1803. The docket was rejected by the House as well. The rule was to
implement the new provisional exemption enacted in H 559 (2018). The Committee
found the rule confusing and were in agreement to reject it.

Senator Hill moved to send HCR 17 to the floor with a do pass recommendation.
Senator Vick seconded the motion. The motion carried by voice vote.

Senator Hill moved to approve the Minutes of February 20, 2019. Senator
Burgoyne seconded the motion. The motion carried by voice vote.

Senator Burgoyne moved to approve the Minutes of February 27, 2019. Senator
Anthon seconded the motion. The motion carried by voice vote.

There being no further business at this time, Chairman Rice adjourned the meeting
