"(7) For purposes of this section, a member of the United States armed19

forces is considered totally and permanently disabled unemployable if at the20
time of application a current disability determination made or recognized21
by the United States social security administration or the Idaho division of22
veterans services is in effect with respect to such individual:23

(a) The United States department of veterans affairs has made a deter-24
mination of individual unemployability; or25
(b) The United States social security administration has made or recog-26
nized a determination of total and permanent disability, and the deter-27
mination is based on injuries or wounds sustained during active duty or28
inactive duty training.".29
