(i)  Prisons and jails established pursuant to tile 20,
Idaho Code; and
(i) Entities managed and operated pursuant to section
56-203, Idaho Code; and
(e) A city, county, or other political subdivision of the state
in order to regulate child care facility safety standards.";
in line 22, delete "(2)" and insert: "(3)"; and in line 26, delete
"(3)" and insert: "(4)".

AMENDMENT TO THE RESOLUTION

the Boise metropolitan area and the Canadian border; and";

WHEREAS, State Highway 55 and State Highway 95
are vital to the economies of the communities within their
transportation corridors, and it is critical that such communities
not be adversely affected by any changes to such transportation
corridors; and";

42, delete "central Idaho" and insert: "Canada".

On page 2, in line 8, delete "and of" and insert: "unused
railroad rights-of-way,"; delete line 9, and insert: "travel between
Canada and the Treasure Valley, and the economic impacts of
any proposed solutions on existing communities within the State
Highway 55 and State Highway 95 corridors."; and in line 18,
following "issues," insert: "economics,".
