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Chairman Ehardt called the meeting to order at 1:32 p.m.

Rep. Galaviz made a motion to approve the minutes of the February 6, 2024
meeting. Motion carried by voice vote.

Rep. Manwaring presented RS 31207. This legislation increases the amount of
allowed fees for 911 emergency communications services from $1 per month to an
amount no greater than $3 per month.

In answer to questions from the committee, Rep. Manwaring clarified the fee
only applies to 911 service, and he will be prepared to answer questions at the bill
hearing about what type of phone accounts can be billed for this service.

Rep. Weber made a motion to introduce RS 31207. Motion carried by voice vote.

There being no further business to come before the committee, the meeting
adjourned at 1:38 p.m.
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
