Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 57-814,
Idaho Code, which limits the allowable balance in the Budget Stabilization Fund to
fifteen percent (15%) of total General Fund receipts for the fiscal year just ending,
and requires the Office of the State Controller to transfer excess moneys in the
Budget Stabilization Fund back to the General Fund, and any other provision of
law to the contrary, the Office of the State Controller shall not transfer funds from
the Budget Stabilization Fund to the General Fund for the period June 1, 2024,
through June 30, 2025.
