Summary and Stated Reasons for the Rule

The Idaho Transportation Department submits notice of temporary and proposed rulemaking relating to
the Rules Governing License Plates For Governmental Agencies and Taxing Districts. The rule implements
Senate Bill 1282 of 2018, effective July 1, 2018, which codifies a list of designators for all "Exempt Agency"
license plates. That list of designators was previously located in the rule and is being deleted with this revision.
SB 1282 also changed the exempt license plate designator for Sheriff's Office license plate numbers from "SD"
to "SO". The temporary/proposed rule will ensure conformity between Section 49-443B, Idaho Code, and the
rules.

Negotiated Rulemaking / Fiscal Impact

Negotiated rulemaking was not conducted because the rule responds to previously enacted legislation and
is simple in nature. There is no anticipated fiscal impact on the state general fund.

Statutory Authority

The proposed rule changes appear to be within the statutory authority of the Department pursuant to
Sections 40-312 and 49-201, Idaho Code. The Governor has found that temporary adoption of the rule is ap-
propriate to implement SB 1282 of 2018.

The law change lists the designators for all “Exempt Agency” plates making paragraph 100 of this rule
unnecessary and duplicative.

This rule change is needed in order to align IDAPA rule with Section 49-443B, Idaho Code, due to the passage of
Senate Bill 1282 (2018); which went into effect July 1, 2018.
