Like non-career technical education (CTE) subject areas, CTE subject areas taught in public schools are
based on CTE Content Standards.

Content standards are approved
by the State Board of Education as the Board for Career Technical Education, unlike other subject area
content standards CTE Content Standards had not been formalized through the Administrative Rule
process. In 2016 work began to add CTE content standards to administrative rule in the same manner as
academic content standards such as math, English, etc. Due to the number of standards it was recognized
this would be a multiyear effort. In 2017, 2018, and 2019 a portion of the existing CTE content standards
were brought forward and incorporated by reference into Administrative Code. For the 2020 Legislative
Session the Board will be going through the process to incorporate standards for the following additional
areas:
