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Chairman Rice called the meeting of the Local Government and Taxation
Committee (Committee) to order at 3.00 p.m.

Senator Bayer moved to approve the Minutes of January 20, 2021. Vice Chairman
Grow seconded the motion. The motion carried by voice vote.

Relating to urban renewal, to provide limitations on the use of eminent
domain. Senator Souza presented RS 28307C1, explaining that this bill had been
presented last year, with the intent to limit the power to urban renewal boards
whose members are not elected. In the case of appointed members, an urban
renewal board may act as advisory only on a decision of eminent domain. Senator
Souza stated that upon dissolution of the urban renewal agency, title to all property
of the agency reverts to the municipality. This was requested so bonding authority
would not be affected.

Senator Vick moved to send RS 28307C1 to print. Senator Lakey seconded the
motion. The motion carried by voice vote.

There being no further business at this time, Chairman Rice adjourned the meeting
at 3:05 p.m.
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
