Malad Elementary Fluid All-Day Kindergarten Structure

» All students attend one session of regular kindergarten

» 10 of approx. 60 studentsinvited, based on need, to an extended day
session and taught through play-based learning by a certified teacher.
This makes student an all-day kindergarten student.

» Extendedday starts 2 to 3 weeks after school year starts and teachers
have time to get to know the students.

» 10 lowest students, without behavior problems, invited first. They've
found students withbehavior problems need to get used to the %
day session before being added to extended day. Once a student
reaches proficiency, they are moved out of extended day and another
child takes their place.

» So far thisyear, 12 students have taken part in the program. So only two
studentswere deemedon-grade level and moved out. Last year 15
students took part in the program.
