Rural Impact

When visitors come to Idaho's state parks, they buy gas, food,
souvenirs, sporting goods, lodging, and much more in Idaho's
rural cities and counties, bringing more than $216 million to
Idaho's economy annually. That is a good return on investment

considering taxpayers spend about $3.5 million of the state's
General Fund on IDPR.

A $126 MILLION backlog in maintenance and needed capital improvements means visitors
may experience:
