YEAR 2025; AUTHORIZING ADDITIONAL FULL-TIME EQUIVALENT POSITIONS; AP-4
PROPRIATING AND TRANSFERRING MONEYS FROM THE GENERAL FUND TO THE PEST5
CONTROL DEFICIENCY FUND; APPROPRIATING AND TRANSFERRING MONEYS FROM6
THE GENERAL FUND TO THE INVASIVE SPECIES FUND; AND DECLARING AN EMER-7
GENCY AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.8

SECTION 1. In addition to any other appropriation provided by law,10

SECTION 2. FTP AUTHORIZATION. In addition to any other authorization32
provided by law, the full-time equivalent position authorization provided33
to the Department of Agriculture is hereby increased by six (6.00) for the34
period July 1, 2024, through June 30, 2025.35
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SECTION 3. There is hereby appropriated and the Office of the State Con-1
troller shall transfer $627,900 from the General Fund to the Pest Control2
Deficiency Fund as soon as practicable for the period July 1, 2023, through3
June 30, 2024. Such moneys shall be used to reimburse costs incurred by the4
Plant Industries Program in the Department of Agriculture pursuant to Sec-5
tion 22-2019, Idaho Code.6

SECTION 4. CASH TRANSFER FOR QUAGGA MUSSELS. There is hereby appropri-7
ated to the Department of Agriculture and the Office of the State Controller8
shall transfer $5,000,000 from the General Fund to the Invasive Species Fund9
on July 1, 2024, or as soon thereafter as practicable for the period July 1,10
2024, through June 30, 2025, to respond to and detect quagga mussels in Idaho11
bodies of water.12

SECTION 5. An emergency existing therefor, which emergency is hereby13
declared to exist, Section 3 of this act shall be in full force and effect on14
and after passage and approval, and Sections 1, 2, and 4 of this act shall be15
in full force and effect on and after July 1, 2024.16
